Resolution for the Impeachment of AS President Wafa Ben Hassine for Improper Use of Authority, and Failure to Perform Duties.
WHEREAS, the A.S. President knowingly appointed Sarmad Bokhari as a Judicial Board member who is unapologetically affiliated with her own slate;

WHEREAS, this occurred close enough to the dates of the election that she, without a doubt, knew of this affiliation;

WHEREAS, this Judicial Board member refused to recuse himself from proceedings and unequivocally biased these proceedings;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 4 Subsection E of the Judicial Board Rules & Procedures, “members of the Judicial Board are disqualified to sit on any case to which they are a party or testifying as a witness. Members of the Judicial Board are expected to use good judgment in determining if they have a conflict of interest in a case to which they have a personal connection and disqualify themselves accordingly;”

WHEREAS, the A.S. President is ultimately responsible for this appointment and knowingly pushed it through;

WHEREAS, the meeting of the committee to choose Judicial Board members was scheduled with such short notice that none of the members could meet because of class conflicts;

WHEREAS, the A.S. President pushed through the appointments of other Judicial Board members through New Business on February 16th, 2011;

WHEREAS, as is a pattern in her presidential career, the A.S. President pushed these appointments through so quickly that the A.S. Council could not question or review these appointments in a timely manner;

WHEREAS, the A.S. President appointed an Elections Manager without assembling a committee to conduct the interviewing and selections process;

WHEREAS, the impartiality of the Elections Manager is extremely important to a fair and free election, and the A.S. President showed no concern for this;

WHEREAS, the A.S. President attempted to appoint one of her slate members to the position of the AVP of College Affairs when he had had no previous experience on a college council and was unqualified for the position;

WHEREAS, the A.S. Council appropriately questioned these appointments and forced her to appoint them to interim positions without the consent of council;

WHEREAS, the A.S. President convened a committee to appoint a vacant Campus-Wide Senator position and purposefully excluded a member of the committee from the final proceedings by failing to inform him of the final interview date and time;

WHEREAS, most of Council’s vacancies were filled unacceptably late, with many of these appointments falling in Winter Quarter;

WHEREAS, this did an enormous disservice to students who did not have a voice on Council, and hindered the Council’s ability to effectively represent essential communities on this campus;

WHEREAS, during the A.S. Elections, the A.S. President abused her power to use the A.S. listserv to report “harassment” when she had no authority to do so or any standing in the elections whatsoever;

WHEREAS, as a campaign manager for a slate, this was a clearly unethical and inappropriate use of authority and an A.S. resource and was an attempt to garner support for her slate and alter the Judicial Board rulings that had yet to occur;

WHEREAS, pictures and film were taken of the A.S. President meeting with slate candidates in her A.S. office during the Judicial Board rulings, which is a misuse of A.S. resources;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the A.S. President has violated the A.S. UCSD Standing Rules on multiple occasions; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the A.S. President has failed to perform her duties on multiple occasions;

THEREFORE, BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the A.S. President be impeached.
